Large black berries for jellies, strong flavour.

Vigorous shrub, berries July to August.

Red wine grape, great quality fruit, powdery mildew resistant.

Valiant Grape

Bluish red fruit clusters concord-like, sunny/moist spot, plant against heated foundation.

White spring flowers, red berries attract birds, shade tolerant.
